Last words...

(Ascend) fromthe Earth, His last words have
very serious

* His last worldsto His Disciples are popularly
known as the Great Commission

* These words are for EVERY Christian and true
follower of His.

* |fyou don’t regularly hear these words or the
‘spirit’ of them from your leader or pastor, then
you know they are NOT a true follower of Christ.

* The GreatCommissionis a directorder given by Jesus Christ
to his disciples, instructing them to spread his teachings to all
the nations of the world.

* Thenthe elevendisciples wentto Galilee, to the mountain
where Jesus hadtold them to go.
17 Whenthey saw him, they worshiped him; but some
doubted.

* 18ThenlJesus cametothem andsaid, "All authority in heaven
and on earth has been givento me.
19 Therefore go and make disciples ofall nations, baptizing
them in the name of the Fatherand of the Son and of the Holy
Spirit,

* 20andteachingthemtoobey everything | have commanded
you. And surely, | am with you always, to the very end of the
age.”

All Authority.. ;

* Let us pause for a moment on these words...

* Jesusis saying in Heaven and on Earth all authority
is His!

* This means there is no greater authority, human or
spiritualthat is higher than His.

* The Believeris to Go knowing He or She has been
commissioned by the highest authority in the
Universe

* This should give the Christian boldness to declare
the Good News of the Gospel to any and everyone!

* The open and public declaration of
what God has done for you is Baptism.

* Baptismis a MOMENT that you
remember and fix in your heart and

mind when you became a follower of
Christ.

* |tis not necessary when you walked
down the aisle even though thatis a
key moment for some.

* The main biblicalmoment is BAPTISM.




Baptising...

41Then those who [Migladly received his
word were baptized; and that day about
three thousand souls were added to them.
Acts 2:41

Imagine the scene of seeing 3,000 people
being baptized in one go!

That will live long in the memory

The energy and power of seeing hundreds
and hundreds of people like yourself being
baptized unto Christ is priceless!!

The public declaration of faith in Christ
through Baptism is one of the last words of
Christ.

Teaching
